Future of the Medical
Technology Profession in the

State of Nevada
Dr. Terry Ann Else, PhD, MT(AMT)

In addition to being certified by the American
Medical Technologists, | am also certified by
the American Society for Clinical Pathology
(ASCP). | had recently received a disturbing
email from the ASCP asking that ASCP
members call/email the Board of Regents and
members of the state legislature to halt any
decision concerning closing the Medical
Technology Program at UNLV. UNLV is
among a number of state-supported academic
institutions that will be forced to cut programs
to meet the Nevada StateOs budget
requirements.

This is a troubling event because the Clinical
Laboratory Science Program at UNLV is only
one of 2 medical technology programs that
exist in the state of Nevada. Itis also the only
bachelorOs degree program available in this
state. The other program is a Medical
Laboratory Technician track held at the College
of Southern Nevada in Las Vegas, NV, a two-
year program. One of the reasons for cutting
the CLS Program is cost. UNLV has listed its
20 most expensive programs in terms of cost
per student compared to tuition paid. The CLS
program is, unfortunately, on this list of
endangered programs.

Many suggestions have been made to salvage
these programs to include possibly charging a
higher tuition rate to students who enroll in

these expensive programs. Any decision to
raise tuition rates is never popular and runs the
risk of students not applying, enroliment
dropping and the program failing. One has to
think why does not the Board of Regents
consider the fact that the number of licensed
medical technologists have been dropping
precipitously due to baby boomers retiring and
the lack of accredited programs to train more
med techs to replace them.

To give UNLV the benefit of the doubt, | did
speak to a faculty member at UNLV who is
familiar with the financial crisis. UNLV did
make an attempt to

make a modest cut across all departments and
disciplines. The state budget crisis is so severe
that this cut is not sufficient. Deeper cuts
within the university will be necessary and
difficult decisions will have to be made.

If at all possible, please contact any one of your
state representatives and/or the Board of
Regents to voice your disapproval on removing
the CLS Program at UNLV. It will be a serious
loss to the medical profession should this occur.
